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Loan of aid equipment 

The loaning of aid equipment on the part of the County Council is done on an 

individual basis. The County Council hires aid equipment from the Aid Centre 

(Hjälpmedelscentrum AB).  

 

You are responsible for the return of all aid equipment when it is no longer needed 

or is changed, or if you move away from the county of Östergötland. 

 

You agree to take good care of your aid equipment and follow the instructions 

provided in connection with your prescription.  

 

Damage, theft or excessive wear and tear of aid equipment will not be reimbursed 

by the County Council. Checking your insurance cover is recommended.
